Cancellation Policy


Notice of cancellation must be made in some written form, either by email or by post. Payment will be refunded for cancellations made by May 26, 2009. Cancelled tables after that date may or may not be refunded at the discretion of the convention.
Liability
Neither ApolloCon nor any of its associates or volunteers will be responsible for any injury, loss or damage that may occur to dealers, their associates, property, or the persons conducting or otherwise participating in the conduct of the exhibit from any cause whatsoever. Dealers understand that neither ApolloCon nor the hotel maintain insurance covering any dealer’s property. It is the sole responsibility of the Dealer to obtain insurance against such injury, loss or damage. Neither the hotel, ApolloCon, or their staffs will be responsible to pay for hotel or convention property damaged by dealers, their agents or representatives.

Dealers agree to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the hotel, ApolloCon, and their staffs from any damages, losses, costs or expenses arising from, out of or by reason of any accident or bodily injury to employees and business occupancy and use of the Dealers’ Room or hall tables, the hotel or any part thereof. 

ApolloCon shall not be liable for failure to perform its exhibit obligations under this contract as a result of strikes, riots, acts of God, or anything else not within ApolloCon control. 

There are no other agreements or warrantees between the dealers and ApolloCon except as set forth in this document. The rights of ApolloCon under this contract shall not be deemed waived except as specifically stated in writing and signed by an authorized officer of ApolloCon. 

Taxes and Licenses

Texas state law requires that vendors at conventions such as ApolloCon report all sales at conventions, collect sales tax on those sales, and remit the taxes to the Texas state comptroller. In order to do this, vendors will need to apply for a Texas Sales and Use Tax Permit. The application is free and automatically approved for all applicants. The form to apply may be found at http://www.window.state.tx.us/taxinfo/taxforms/ap-201.pdf .

Persons selling personal creations (books, etc.) at hall tables shall be considered as disposing of personal property as per a garage sale. Vendors with tables inside the Dealers’ Room proper, however, must have their Texas Sales and Use Tax license number on file with dealers’ room staff prior to setting up on Friday afternoon.

The sales tax rate at ApolloCon is 8.25%.

Bootlegs and Contraband Policy


 Bootlegs, in this context, are unlicensed reproductions of creative works. ApolloCon expressly prohibits the sale of bootleg merchandise during the convention in any portion of the convention whatever. ApolloCon reserves the right to eject without warning or refund any dealer selling bootlegs. 

The following items are all forbidden:

· Illegally copied videotapes, DVDs, or music albums

· Videorecordings of live performances not licensed from the performers or creators

· Imported unlicensed DVDs, CDs, clothing, artwork, or other merchandise

The following items are all permissible:

· Original fan artwork, provided that the artwork is not a copy of someone else’s artwork

· Licensed recordings of live performances, such as filk albums or concert videos

· Original scripts used in productions of various movies, TV series, or other popular works, autographed or not

In addition to the above, ApolloCon expressly prohibits the sale or distribution of any merchandise illegal or restricted under the laws of the United States and the State of Texas, as well as the ordinances of Harris County and the City of Houston. For purposes of ApolloCon, such contraband includes:
· Alcoholic beverages

· Incendiary or flammable goods, except for candles and incense/aromatherapy

· Firearms or other projectile weapons

ApolloCon is the sole and final arbiter of what constitutes contraband or bootleg merchandise. At the discretion of the dealers’ room coordinator, dealers caught in possession of contraband may be asked to remove it from their tables or may be ejected from the convention without any warning whatever. Dealers ejected from ApolloCon for the sale of contraband or bootleg merchandise shall receive no refund.

Selling Outside the Dealer’s Room or Hall Tables


Sales of merchandise by ApolloCon attendees is only permitted in the following venues: the Dealers’ Room, the hall tables, the Art Show and Auction, and the Charity Auction. Sales in any other part of the hotel, including from guest rooms, are expressly forbidden. ApolloCon attendees found selling merchandise outside the approved venues shall be immediately removed from the convention without refund, regardless of whether or not those attendees are also selling merchandise in approved venues.
Tables


Regular Tables


Regular Dealers’ Room tables are 6’ long and 30” wide. Approximately 4’ behind the table is available for the use of the dealer; more space may be available depending upon placement of the dealer’s specific tables and the final room layout on Friday afternoon. Table covers are NOT provided. Electricity may be arranged as needed during setup.


Corner Tables

The central island of the dealers’ room layout has four corners- roughly 8’ X 6’ spaces with two dealers’ tables per corner booth. These corner tables are sold as a unit.


Table Arrangement


Tables purchased by a dealer may be rearranged in any way, shape or form the dealer wishes, provided that the rearrangement does not encroach upon the aisles, entryways, emergency exits, or into another dealer’s area. Likewise, additional tables and other display materials may be brought in by dealers, provided they also do not extend beyond the limits of the area rented by the dealer.

Hall Tables


Hall tables are used by authors, artists, and clubs primarily for display and promotional use. Unlike the dealer’s room, hall tables are NOT secure; hall table exhibitors are strongly advised to secure their own belongings when not at their tables.


Hall tables are also 6’ X 30”; however, no amount of space behind the tables is guaranteed save the minimum required to sit behind the tables. Hall tables may NOT be moved or rearranged. Hall tables come with covers and drapes provided by the hotel; these covers should NOT be removed or altered in any way whatever.

Weapons Policy

Bladed weapons may be sold at ApolloCon within the dealer’s room ONLY. Hall table exhibitors may not sell bladed weapons.
· Displays must either be in a display case or otherwise chained or mounted to the table. 

· All bladed weapons sold must either be sold in box or peacebonded within their sheaths. 

· Bladed weapons must be peacebonded if worn or carried in any public area of the convention facility.
Sales of firearms and ammunition, regardless of their nature, are strictly prohibited.

Adult Materials Policy
Sexually explicit material may be sold at ApolloCon, with the following regulations:
· Displays may not show bare genitalia or female nipples. Skin-tight clothing that clearly reveals the shape of same are also not permitted. 
· Displays may not show sexual conduct, real or simulated, even if all of the “forbidden areas” are covered.

· Browsing of adult material may be done only if said materials are not visible from the main aisles, i. e. in a section behind or beside the tables. 

· Persons wishing to browse or purchase sexually explicit material must be carded if they appear to be forty years of age or younger. The legal age to purchase sexually explicit material is 18. 

· Sexually explicit material must comprise less than 50% of the merchandise on display.

Vendors will be given one warning to remove from display any sexually explicit material that violates the above rules. 
Sales of sexually explicit material to minors will result in immediate ejection from the convention, without warning or refund.

Any material that depicts minors in explicit and graphic sexual acts, regardless of whether or not any actual minors were involved in its production, is strictly prohibited. Display or sale of such materials will result in immediate ejection from the convention, without warning or refund.

Availability of Tables

Tables are generally available on a first-come, first-served basis, with preference given to prior ApolloCon vendors. Once payment has been accepted and a receipt issued for the payment, dealers are guaranteed of having space at ApolloCon, barring unforeseen circumstances such as relocation of venue. If we cannot place you in the dealer’s room or at a hall table, your check or money order will be returned undeposited.
